Various groups around Ohio have been approaching registered
votersin an attempt to get the required 323,000 signatures be-
fore August 9, 2006 to force a statewide referendum on several
issues affecting the buckeye state. Below are some issues you
may find on the ballot this fall.
An effort to get slot machines for the city of Cleveland and
for horse tracks, called Ohio Learn & Earn;
An effort to ban smoking in public and private workplaces,
called SmokeFreeOhio.
An effort that would provide a smoking ban exemption for
certain businesses. Called Smoke L ess Ohio, this petition
is backed by bar and restaurant owners, the tobacco indus-
try and race track owners.
An effort to reverse changes previously made in Ohio’s
Workers Compensation. One point of disagreement with
the current Workers Compensation system is the time limi-
tation in which injured workers could qualify for benefits.
An effort by Ohio labor unions to raise the state minimum
wage from $5.15 per hour to $6.85 per hour. Thisisalso
sponsored by the Association of Community Organizations
for Reform Now.
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It was reported in the previous AFP Ohio Times that the America
First Party held its national convention in Cincinnati, Ohio. Much
debate took place during the convention in regards to updating our
national platform.

The following information is aword-for-word transcription of the
update to the national platform regarding the serious problem of
illegal immigration in America.

Illegal Immigration

Recognizing that the federal government has conspicuously failed

to secure our nation's borders against illegal immigration and that

its failure undermines the rule of law, violates our national sover-
eignty, and imposes intolerable social and fiscal burdens on the

American people, the America First Party supports:

- Not rewarding illegal immigrants for breaking the law by
granting them temporary or permanent legal status (amnesty).
Adopting the core recommendation of the U.S. Commission on
Immigration Reform to eliminate the easy access to jobs that
attract illegal aliens by requiring the verifiable proof that the
prospective employee is a United States citizen or a properly
registered alien.

Imposing sanctions including the suspension of visa privileges
and cutoff of foreign aid to any country that refuses to cooper-
ate with the U.S,, either in the repatriation of itsillegal aien
nationals, or in preventing aliens from illegally entering the U.
S. through its territory.

Effective interior enforcement of U.S. immigration laws to
insure that all illegal aliensidentified or apprehended by law
enforcement agencies are promptly deported.

Use of the Army, National Guard, or any other branch of the
armed forces that may be required to help the U.S. Border Pa-
trol secure our borders against illegal crossing by aliens, drug
smugglers, or other criminals.

Adoption of alaw clarifying that the 14th Amendment to the
U.S. Constitution does not give automatic U.S. citizenship to a
child born on U.S. soil toillegal alien parents.
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The America First Party of Ohio solidly stands behind HB 228.
It isthe first step of many to come that will end the American
Holocaust known as abortion. Since 1973, nearly fifty million
unborn babies have been brutally denied aright to life.

America's Founding Fathers understood that all men were cre-
ated equal and were given inalienable rights-specifically the
Right to Life. It isthis Right that we recognize as making all
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other rights possible and aright that we must defend.

The AmericaFirst Party of Ohio roundly rejects the political
wheelsthat trivialize thisissue into a political matter, playing
politics with religious and pro-life groups in the jockeying for
votes during election years. Historically both parties have waf-
fled on thisissue. We must be clear: thisissue is a matter of life
and death.

HB 288, proposed by Republican Tom Brinkman of Mount Look-
out, seeks to ban abortion in the state of Ohio. The bill also puts
restriction on citizens from going outside of the state to get abor-
tions.

The bill has received enormous support from conservatives across
Ohio who have been involved in the ongoing fight to protect the
unborn.

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The Cincinnati City council adopted new language to their city

The updated human rights ordinance passed with only one dissent-
ing vote on March 14, 2006. Ohio News Network reported on their
website that the vote was scheduled to occur on March 21st. This
misinformation alowed the city council to vote without any re-
ported community dissent.

Some citizens in the community are coming to realize the danger-
ous results of such ordinances. Although a"human rights" ordi-
nance sounds like a great idea when mentioned, the actual lan-
guage in these ordinances lend special privileges to many different
groups, and restrict the freedom of most citizens of faith.

The sad redlity is that many cities across Ohio have very similar
ordinances that take freedom away from business owners and
homeowners from deciding what workers they choose to employ
or to whom they choose to rent their property.

Working in cooperation with conservative Republican Tom Brink-
man, local AFP Ohio members worked to gather enough signa-
tures needed to put the issue to referendum on the November bal-
lot in Cincinnati. Needing approximately 8,000 signatures, Mr.
Brinkman was able to present the city with over 14,000 signatures
of local voters who plan to reject the city's ordinance. Cincinnati
voters have rejected this ordinance in the past, however an uphill
fight to regject it will continue as this ordinance has the backing of
many local corporations.

To say theleast, Ohio isavita center for the health and welfare of

the American nation. Thisis especially true for the American middle
class. From agriculture to heavy industry to shipping and transport,
Ohio isthe heart of it all, as ataxpayer financed PR campaign once
said.

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Ohio gubernatorial candidate Ken Blackwell has come out in
favor of aplan that would lease Ohio’ stoll roads to private in-
vestors. In his recently released book, Blackwell has claimed
that leasing toll roads to private groups would raise $4 to $6 bil-
lion for Ohio’s general fund.
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Blackwell has praised the states of Indianaand Illinois for their
effortsin leasing public lands to private entities. Indiana’ s Gov-
ernor Daniels proposed a program called “Major Moves’ that
advocated leasing public lands to foreign investors.

A 157 mile stretch of highway was previously leased to an Aus-
tralian-Spanish consortium for 75 years. In the post 9-11 world,
and in wake of the Dubai Ports debacle in Washington, many
citizens question the motives of our public officials who pro-
pose such deals as leasing public lands to foreign investors.

Blackwell’s Democratic opponent in the fall election, Ted
Strickland, has aso gone on record saying that discussion of
leasing Ohio’s public roads should also remain on the table. De-
spite the outcome of the election, it seems that Ohio citizens will
face afight to keep public property out of the hands of foreign
entities.

An Indiana group challenged the “Major Moves’ initiative call-
ing it unconstitutional. The Indiana Supreme Court unanimously
rejected the groups’ claim, paving the way for the foreign con-
sortium.

Economist dispute the projected revenue claimed by Blackwell.
According to the Associated Press, many project the revenue
would fall between $2 to $3 billion dollars over the next cen-
tury, about half of what Blackwell claims.

Although the courts, so far, believe the move to be constitu-
tional, it certainly seems unpatriotic and un-American. Many
Ohioans, specifically members of the Teamsters union who
work on the toll roads, will feel pressure on their jobs. It's un-
fortunate that they will not find an ally in either major political
camp.
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They arrive by the millions year by year, with surgesin the rate of
the invasion corresponding with every new promise of amnesty for

illegals. And while the Republicans are earnestly involved in secur-

ing the Syrian-Iragi border, their lack of concern for the security

and general well-being of Americais belied by their coy references
to “undocumented” workers, as though mere lack of documentation

were the chief problem.

Five years ago, the census indicated 8 to 11 million illegal residents

in the U.S. About 1 million new invaders settle every year, with
many more coming and

going across the border. About 100,000 illegal residents are from
states with reputed links to terrorism.

In addition to bringing a desire to work, illegals smuggle drugs and

bring a host of contagious diseases which legal immigrants, who

receive medical screening, do not. The cost of providing health care

to uninsured illegals, for this and other reasons, is staggering.
Eighty-four California hospitals, which are hemorrhaging from
these immigrant-related costs, are closing their doors, as well as
emergency rooms in numerous states.

Terrorist infiltration is another concern, and with the number of
non-Mexican illegals apprehended rising from 49,545 in 2003 to
155,000 in 2004, the risk of infiltration isincreasing. Let’s put this
in perspective. While the New Y ork City Police Department com-
prises aforce of about 39,000 officers, the U.S. Border Patrol isa
force of only 11,000.

It has now been over four years since 9/11. After all that has hap-
pened to our country, can a Republican administration and Con-

gress, which allocates such few resources to the security of 6,000
miles of border, really be serious about our general well-being and
national security?

There are no plans except catching up on yard
work for thisholiday. Dinner will be some quickly thrown together
mishmash of stuff from boxes, cans and far off from a chemical plant
or third world slave farm.
